MetaAccess is a NAC (network access control) tool to help ensure that only current CCU students, faculty and staff use CCU
network resources. It validates that each system meets certain security requirements to keep the network safe for all users.
Specifically, MataAccess checks the following:

MetaAccess policy Key installed - Operating system has the latest updates
Authentication using CCU username/password - Antivirus software installed and up to date
