ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS
•	Students must earn a grade of C or better in each course used 
	 to satisfy major requirements, certificates, and minor requirements.
•	A University-approved minor or certificates is required for the 
	 criminal justice major.
•	Criminal justice majors cannot also earn the 
	 criminal justice minor.

CRIMINAL JUSTICE MINOR
The minor in criminal justice is designed for students pursuing 
majors other than criminal justice. The curriculum educates students 
in the areas of policing, courts, and corrections by combining 
both academic and practical aspects of the criminal justice system. 
Allowing a variety of classes to fulfill the minor requirements 
enables students to engage in aspects of the criminal justice system 
that most interest them. Students in the minor are encouraged to 
complete an internship related to the criminal justice system to fulfill 
an elective requirement.
