• Conduct occurred outside
of the U.S.

• Information gathering; evidence gathering; interviews.
• Evidence is presented to parties. Parties can respond 

(10-day window).

• Investigative report is drafted/presented to parties (10-
day window).

• Hearing is occurring.

• Decision-maker issues written determination 
simultaneously to parties.
